BOARD OF SUPERVISORS REGULAR MEETING 

JUNE 12, 2001 
 

The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Castle Rock Township was 
convened at the Town Hall at 7:00 P.M.  Present were Ken Betzold chair, Jim Ozmun 
Vice-Chair, Bill Neil and Randy Becker Supervisors, Maralee Rother clerk and Roger 
Randall treasurer.  Supervisor Doug Wiedder was absent.  Also present were Buford 
Faust, Tony Faust, Shirley Dubbels, Marv Fritz, Mark Tutewohl, Roopraj Oudhraj 
(Ram), Don Webb, Jason Abram, Tracy Bauer, Mark Henry and Colin Garvey. 
 
Chair Ken Betzold called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. and the pledge of allegiance 
was recited. 
 
APPROVE VARIANCE MINUTES 
Bill Neil made a motion and Randy Becker seconded to approve the minutes of the 
May 8, 2001 Board of Supervisors’ meeting.  Motion carried 3 ayes. 
 
APPROVE REGULAR MINUTES 
Randy Becker made a motion and Bill Neil seconded to approve the minutes of the 
May 8, 2001 regular Board of Supervisors’ meeting.  
 
Jim Ozmun entered the meeting at 7:15 P.M. 
 
APPROVE BUILDING PERMIT 
MARV FRITZ 2360 Romaire Path Rosemount MN 55068- -Randy Becker made a 
motion and Jim Ozmun seconded to approve a building permit for a truck garage 
subject that all stipulations of the Building Official be followed and Mr. Fritz will 
confer with Mr. Wasmund to get the work done.  Motion carried 3 ayes Bill Neil 
abstained. 
 
VIKING AUTO - -VARIANCE 
VIKING AUTO SALVAGE 26548 Chippendale Avenue, Northfield MN 55057, 
represented by Buford and Tony Faust. Jim Ozmun made a motion and Randy 
Becker seconded to approve the application of the amended conditional use permit 
to add a shipping and receiving addition and a cold storage building at the above 
address. Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
BUILDING PERMIT 
Mark Tutewohl inquired about obtaining a building permit. He must take his plans 
to the clerk’s office and apply for a building permit.

Don Webb 22355 Beaumont Avenue Farmington MN 55024. His concern was the 
smoke from an outdoor boiler belonging to his neighbor. He had been here late last 
fall and was wondering what he could do to eliminate the problem.  He was advised 
to call the Sheriff and have them document when the problem occurs.  The clerk will 
check the past minutes to see what was done when he was here last.  
 
ROOPRAJ OUDHRAJ (RAM) 
Rooppraj Oudhraj (Ram) 26125 Chippendale Avenue Northfield MN 55057, 
inquired about building a second house on his property.  The Board checked and he 
cannot have another house on his property. Each quarter quarter parcel of his 
property has a dwelling on it. 
 
APPROVE BUILDING PERMIT 
Jason Abram 5930 Upper 182 St. Farmington MN 55024- - New dwelling on 26xxx 
Biscayne Avenue Farmington Mn 55024.  Randy Becker made a motion and Bill 
Neil seconded to approve the building permit with the stipulations that Dakota 
County approve the septic system, Dakota County approve the elevation and that 
the Building Official approve all plans. Motion carried 4 ayes.

Dakota County Fair Post Office Box 73 Farmington MN 55024 - - Bill Neil made a 
motion and Jim Ozmun seconded to approve a permit for a holding tank at the fair 
grounds with the Building Official’s approval.  Motioned carried 4 ayes.  
 
ROAD SIGNS 
Bill Graham 3480 232nd street Hampton MN 55031, was here to discuss the speed 
limits and curves of the road. He asked if it could be possible to have signs put up. 
Jim Ozmun made a motion and Bill Neil seconded that the clerk to get in touch with 
the proper authority for a curve sign and hidden driveway sign and check the 
procedure for payment. Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
BUILDING PERMIT 
Mark Monitor 22465 Blaine Ave Farmington MN 55024, a building permit for a 27’ 
x 36’ addition to existing Pole Barn.  Bill Neil made a motion and Randy Becker 
seconded to approve the building permit for the pole barn.  Motion carried 4 ayes.  
 
BUILDING PERMIT   
Jerry Hughitt and Kathy Witschorik 27285 Cambodia Avenue Northfield, MN 
55057, a building permit for a new single-family dwelling.  Bill Neil made a motion 
and Jim Ozmun seconded to approve of the new single-family dwelling.  Motion 
carried 4 ayes.   
 
 



 
 
QWEST WIRELESS L. I. C. BUILDING PERMIT 
Qwest Wireless L. I. C. 426 North Fairview avenue Room 101 St. Paul, MN 55104 - - 
a building permit to attach antennas to an existing tower at 2150 230th Street west, 
Farmington, MN 55024.  Jim Ozmun made a motion and Randy Becker seconded to 
approve the building permit for Qwest Wireless to attach antennas and erect a 
building in which to place outdoor equipment.  Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
APPROVE OWNERSHIP CHANGE 
Heikes Equipment Inc. 22008 Canton Court Farmington MN 55024 a change of 
ownership permit - - Scott Gensmer – new owner.  Jim Ozmun made a motion and 
Randy Becker seconded to approve the change of ownership of Heikes Equipment 
Inc with the stipulation that the Building Official should inspect the property.  
Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
BINGO PERMIT FOR DAKOTA COUNTY FAIR 
Faribault Eagles 2027 Grant Street Faribault MN 55021 application to conduct 
excluded Bingo.  Bill Neil made a motion and Randy Becker seconded to approve 
the permit for the Faribault Eagles to conduct Bingo at the Dakota County Fair 
August 6 thru August 12, 200l.  Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
CEEF DONATION 
Jim Ozmun made a motion and Bill Neil seconded to give a $500 donation to CEEF.  
Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
PLANNING ORDINANCE CHANGES 
Jim Ozmun made a motion and Bill Neil seconded that the Township hire Resource 
Strategies, our previous planner, to do a draft for the amendments and changes to 
the Township’s ordinances.  Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
HAPPY HARRY’S WETLAND 
The Township has received a letter from Dakota County Soil and Water regarding 
wetland delineation on property belonging to Happy Harry’s Furniture.  The Clerk was 
advised by the Board to call Brian Watson about the outside wetland and the project. 
 
LIMEROCK BIDS 
The Township ran an additional test on two new samples of lime rock from Solberg 
Aggregate Co. and Knoblauch Rock and Lime.  The test was magnesium sulfate 
soundness test.  The test results showed that Solberg’s sample passed the test and 
Knoblauch’s did not pass. Discussion was held about the question of rebidding the lime 
rock or what procedure should be done. Mr. Knoblauch stated that he would back out of 
the bidding.  Randy Becker made a motion and Jim Ozmun seconded the Township 
will award to Solberg Aggregate Co. the bid on the basis of the magnesium sulfate 
soundness test.  Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 



 
 
TILING BIDS 
Tiling bids were received from Malecha Tiling & Trenching 13916 Falk Avenue 
Northfield MN 55057 and from L & E Farm Drainage 55090 200th avenue West Concord 
MN 55985.  Jim Ozmun made a motion and Randy Becker seconded that the 
Township accept the bid of L & E Farm Drainage because Malecha Tiling’s bid was 
not complete and the Township will accept the bid based on actual lineal footages of 
$1.12 per foot.  Motion carried 4 ayes.  Bill Neil will get written permission to do the 
tiling from the landowners who are Kimber Estates. 
 
GARVEY AND BAUER PROPOSAL 
Jim Ozmun made a motion and Randy Becker seconded that the Board recommend 
that the Planning Commission re-visit the request of Garvey and Bauer based on 
additional information and re-consider the request of zoning the property 
commercial rather than having an develop of ag-related building on 40 acres of 
land, formerly the Charlotte Gabbert farm on Highway 3.  Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
CLAIMS 
Randy Becker made a motion and Bill Neil seconded to approve the claims report.  
Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
FILING FEE FOR BUILDING PERMITS 
Randy Becker made a motion and Bill Neil seconded that the Township amend the 
filing fee to a flat rate of $25.00.  Motion carried 4 ayes. 
 
ADJOURN 
Randy Becker made a motion and Bill Neil seconded to adjourn the meeting.  
Motion carried 4 ayes.
