BOARD OF SUPERVISORS REGULAR MEETING

OCTOBER 12, 2004

The regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Castle Rock Township was convened at the Town Hall on Tuesday, October 12, 2004.  Present were Randy Becker Chair, Arlyn Lamb Vice Chair, Jim Ozmun, Russ Zellmer, and Paul Irrthum Supervisors, Roger Randall Treasurer, and Maralee Rother Clerk.  Also present were Judeen Valentine, Patrick Tinsley, Shirley Dubbels, Barin Harsh, Orren Lucht, Margarete Lucht, Charleen Kiser, Deloy Kiser, Pete Schaffer, Joyce Schaffer, Jean Mulvihill, Scott Engen, and Dan Huebl. 

Chair Randy Becker called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m., and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.   

APPROVE MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 15, 2004 REGULAR MEETING

Aryln Lamb made a motion and Jim Ozmun seconded to approve the minutes of the Board of Supervisors regular meeting of September 15, 2004 with the following changes: on page 3, under mining extraction change to “Sketch plan now identified as Eureka Sand and Gravel, Ken Miller, should be a plan designed by Joe Miller” and add “Need a performance bond or letter of credit or cash.”  Motion carried 5 ayes.

WEBSITE

The website committee has purchased software and will start designing a website.  They will next meet on October 21, 2004.

MINING MORATORIUM

Township Attorney Terry Merritt explained the draft of the ordinance.  Arlyn Lamb made a motion and Russ Zellmer seconded to pass resolution 2004 A until otherwise numbered.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

Jim Ozmun made a motion and Paul Irrthum seconded to approve Ordinance #1 – 2004.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

PATRICK PARROTT

There is a question of a new contract.  How does the Township want the business cleaned up? Arlyn Lamb and Board members have been spot-checking the clean up.  George Kinney of Dakota County Pollution Control is also present at the inspections.  

Mr. Parrott has indicated that he would let the Township clean up the property.  George Kinney has talked to salvage organizations about about clean up and there are differences of opinions regarding the work.  

Terry will get back to the Board regarding what happens to the money if the Township cleans up the property. 

Russ Zellmer made a motion and Jim Ozmun seconded to have the Clerk check with Paul Rogosheke what the steps are for mediation.  Motion carried 5 ayes. 

JEAN MULVIHILL – VARIANCE

Pete Schaffer talked to Ron Wasmund regarding building a shed on Jean Mulvihill’s property.  He wants a variance.  Joyce Schaeffer stated that  John         ,Bob Overby ,Tom Berry, and Ron Wasmund said the building would be too close to a wetland area.  They want to put in a 44’ x 80’ building at the site.  The variance was denied at the meeting August 10, 2004, and it was noted that it can be reapplied for twelve months after denial.  

DAN HUEBL – ROAD RESTRICTION WAIVER

Jim Ozmun made a motion and Arlyn Lamb seconded to grant Dan Huebl, 3093 263rd Street, a weight restriction waiver from October 13, 2004 through November 13, 2004 to allow a weight of 4 – 7 tons on 263rd Street.  Motion carried 5 ayes.
SCOTT ENGEN – C.U.P. AND BUILDING PERMIT

Arlyn Lamb made a motion and Paul Irrthum seconded to grant Scott Engen a Conditional Use Permit for a home occupation business with a review in two years, or to expire at the time of the sale of the property, and that the stipulations recommended from Planning Commission be followed, which are: minimal traffic for dropping off supplies; there will be no hazardous waste material; the dumpster will be for paper only; Mr. Engen must call the Building Official Ron Wasmund to find out about commercial building requirements.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

Arlyn Lamb made a motion and Jim Ozmun seconded to approve a building permit  for an accessory building for Scott Engen, Box 32, Northfield, MN 55057, with the stipulation that the Building Official do the code review and  that he authorize the Clerk to release the permit when the plans have been approved.   Motion carried 5 ayes.

COLIN GARVEY

Colin Garvey inquired as to what happens to Canton Court road if other business owners come into Farmington – At present, the Township doesn’t know the answers, when the time comes the Township will make a decision.

If Farmington takes the road and businesses in Castle Rock – the Township will need to do research on this issue.

KEN KUCHERA – TERRY THRAEN – FARMINGTON FIRE DEPARTMENT

Ken Kuchera and Terry Thraen from the Farmington Fire Department were present to discuss a matching grant for dry hydrant setting location.  Louis Juenke’s property was discussed.  Arlyn Lamb made a motion and Russ Zellmer seconded to have Paul Irrthum, Jim Ozmun, and Jim Heiman check around the Township about feasible places for dry hydrant construction.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

MINING APPLICATION

Orrn and Margarete Lucht inquired about Joe Miller’s mining application.  Discussion was held.

BUILDING PERMITS

1. Jim Ozmun made a motion and Arlyn Lamb seconded to approve a building permit for JIM HEIMAN, 26980 Blaine Avenue, Randolph, to remodel a single family dwelling, with the stipulation that the Building Official do the Code Review and that he authorize the Clerk to release the permit when the plans have been approved.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

2. Arlyn Lamb made a motion and Russ Zellmer seconded to approve a building permit for RICK BETZOLD, 1815 270th Street East, Randolph, for a fertilizer storage containment area, with the stipulation that he provide a copy of the license he received from the State of Minnesota.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

3. Jim Ozmun made a motion and Paul Irrthum seconded to approve a building permit for GRANT AND GERMAINE BEYL, 1910 260th Street,  Farmington, 55024, to build an uncovered a deck.  Motion carried 5 ayes.  

4. Jim Ozmun made a motion and Russ Zellmer seconded to approve a building permit for JEFF AND MARY ELLEN SMITH, 2137 250th Street, Farmington, 55024, for a pole shed with the stipulation that the copy of the site plan shows 130 foot setback from the road.  Motion carried 5 ayes.  
STORAGE OF BOATS AT THE FAIRGROUNDS

Discussion was held regarding storage of boats at the Dakota County Fairgrounds.

DEWAYNE AND MARGE FORD

Jim Ozmun made a motion and Paul Irrthum seconded to postpone action until next months meeting regarding Marge and Dewayne Ford’s request to build on their property.  The Fords had a letter from their lawyer.  Discussion was held regarding homes being in 3 different 40 acre adjoining parcels.  Legal will check.

HALVORSON – TREES

Arlyn Lamb made a motion and Jim Ozmun seconded to grant an extension until May 1st, 2005, to Dan Halvorson, 22270 Beaumont Avenue, Farmington, to remove his trees from the right of way.   Motion carried 5 ayes.  The Clerk was advised to send Mr. Halvorson a letter notifying him of the Board’s decision.  

WATER AND SEWER

Discussion was held regarding Water and Sewer progress on the east side of Highway 3.  The Clerk was advised to call Mike Foerstch, Township Engineer, to check on the work being done.

PLANNER

Discussion was held regarding hiring a Planner.  Jim Ozmun made a motion and Paul Irrthum seconded to hire Dean Johnson as Planner regarding a study of the Comprehensive Plan, Zoning Ordinance, and Mineral Extraction Ordinance to eliminate conflicts and insure the ordinances adequately represent the Growth Management Plan outlining the Comprehensive Plan.  The Clerk will contact Dean Johnson.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

COUNTY ROAD 79

Paul Irrthum made a motion and Arlyn Lamb seconded to send a letter to Dakota County Board of Commissioners that Castle Rock Township supports the reconstruction of County Road 79 north of Highway 50 to County Road 66, and from 245th Street south to County Road 47.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

AUDITORS REPORT

Arlyn Lamb made a motion and Jim Ozmun seconded to approve the Auditor’s Report as submitted.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

Paul Irrthum made a motion and Russ Zellmer seconded to approve the Balance Sheet as submitted.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

CLAIMS REPORT

Jim Ozmun made a motion and Arlyn Lamb seconded to approve the Claims Report as written.  Motion carried 5 ayes.

BRAUN

Discussion was held regarding fill at Craig Braun’s construction site. 

ADJOURN

Paul Irrthum made a motion and Russ Zellmer seconded to adjourn.  Motion carried 5 ayes.
