*Wagenknecht also advised The Saddoris to please inform all guests to observe traffic from 
both directions when pulling out onto Blaine Ave. 
*Mr. Saddoris also answered question on the Mn. Pollution Control Agency letter (D) 
answered no.  Mr. Saddoris also changed the number of horses on his application from 24 
to 28.  Mr. Saddoris initialed both these changes on his application.
